An introduction
and chorus, “Joy to the world,” is followed by a baritone solo, “Far across the sea ”
moderate in range and most effectively harmonized. The third number, “We came
here in the morning grey,” is a chorus for women’s voices, the despairing women
lamenting at the empty sepulchre, and is succceded by a beautiful melody for tenor,
“Fear not, He hath risen,” announcing the miracle of the Resurrection, whose promise
of Fternal Life is further developed in the duet for soprano and alto. “He is the hope.”
