Andante con moto Georg Gerson (1790-1825)
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Critical notes

This score is the first modern edition of “Friithlings Orakel”, G.39, a duetto for soprano and tenor (or 2 sopranos) and
piano by the Danish composer Georg Gerson (1790-1825). The duetto is one of Gerson’s dramatic scenes, pieces which
could have be taken from an opera or a singspiel (musical comedy). The composition is dated August 1810.

The sources are:

MS “Partiturer No. 17, “George Gersons samling: mu 7105.0963 C II, 6b”, a collection of manuscript
scores by Gerson preserved at the Royal Library of Copenhagen, Denmark. The song is found found on
pp. 149-156.

CcopP “Duetten und Romanzen”, “C II, 140 tv. Fol. 1910-11.172”, a collection of manuscript copies written
around 1825 preserved at the Royal Library of Copenhagen, Denmark. The song is found on pp.
104-114.

The reduced-size notes in “zweyte Stimme” are most likely written for a soprano singer.

The poem “Friihlingsorakel” by the German poet “Johann Wolfgang von Goethe” (1749—-1832) was written 1802 and
first published in 1803.

In his manuscripts Gerson made use of various shorthand notations like slashed notes representing repeated notes. Such
notation types are also found in music prints from that period like Gerson’s string quartet no. 5 (G.63) published as part
books 1826. The full score of this modern edition comes in two versions: a score keeping as close as possible to the
original notation and an alternative, ’contemporized’ score expanding the shorthand notations. In the contemporized
scores the beaming of vocal staffs has been adapted to modern practices. Separate parts are contemporized as well.

Performance indications within brackets and dashed ties and slurs have been added by the editor.
