MichaelChrijiian

Fejtingy his Heirs, Executors and Afllgns, under their Hands and Seals, firfl had and obtained, as they will an-

fwer the contrary at their Perils ; whereof-the Commiflioners and other Officers of Our Cuftoms, the Mafter,

Wardens, and Company of Stationers, are to take notice, that due Obedience may be render'd to our Plea-

fure herein declared.
