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WHEN I firfl: undertook this Work, T had not fufficiently confidered

the length of time neceffary to complete it, which occafioned my

propofing to deliver the Volumes much fooner than it was pofTible for me to

effcd: However, I hope it will appear by the execution that this has been the

lingle inftance in which I have not fully performed my engagement.

It may eafily be difcerned in the perufal of this colledlion, that the pieces

which were compofed between the Reformation and Reftauration are in a

more grave ftyle than thofe written fince; a gravity in Church Mufic having

been particularly ordered by Authority in the reign of Queen Elizabeth, with

intent to diftinguifh it from every other Species, calculated for fecular purpofes;

but on the return of King Charles the Second from his long exile in Foreign

Countries, where a lighter kind of Church Mufic prevailed, and which better

fuited the gay difpolition of that Monarch and his Court, the Mulicians of his

Chapel found it their intereft to deviate in fome meafure from the former plan,

by adding a variety and livelinefs^ efpecially in their Anthems, which had not

been cuftomary before: Yet, notwithftanding this alteration of Style, they ftill

preferved a folemnity and -learning in their Compofitions which have rendered

them lafting monuments of ingenuity and expreflion.

Nor have the more early writers been wanting in expreflion, although it is not

fo particularly marked, for their mufic being generally full, and compofed of

,many parts, they feem to have aimed at giving to each of thefe an equal degree

of fweetnefs, as may be conjedtured from the elegance and purity of the feveral

melodies ; and, it muft be confeffed, that their fkill in the joining and intermixing

them in the formation of harmony, are indubitable teftimonies of their indefa-

tiguable application, and eminent abilities. The Anthems of Tall is, Tye, Bird,

and Gibbons, with the Morning Service of Farrant, &c, abound with admira-

ble examples of this kind of art and ^expreflion.

Had
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Had I not been under a reftridion by the laft Will and Teftament of the late

Dr. Maurice Greene, I fliould have inferted fome valuable pieces of his, par-

ticularly his Service, a very learned and judicious compofition, and highly de-

ferving of prefervation: There are alfo Three ancient Services by Nathaniel

Patrick, Adrian Batten, and Albertus Brian, vi^ith Two by the late Mr.

Charles King, Almoner, and Vicar Choral of the Cathedral Church of St.

Paul, London, the one in the key of Ffaut, the other in B flat, which I would

willingly have found room for, could it have been done without omitting what

appeared to me to claim the preference.

I A M truly fenfible how much I owe to the goodnefs of Providence in grant-

ing me health and perfeverance to labour through this very difficult, and tedious

bufinefs, and it will be a mofk grateful refledion to me hereafter, that I have

been enabled to do juftice to thefe excellent produdions of my Countrymen, by

conveying them to Pofterity in a more refpedful and accurate manner than hath

yet been experienced in any other mufical publication whatever.

I CANNOT finally quit this undertaking without acknowledging my obligations

to thofe members of our Choirs who have kindly affifted me with copies to forward

it, and in particular to my worthy Friends the Rev, Mr. William Gostling, of

Canterbury Cathedral, Mr. James Kent, Organift of the Cathedral and College

at Winchefter, Dr. William Hayes, Mufic Profeflbr in the Univerfity of Ox-

ford, and Dr» Samuel Howard, of London, they all having been materially

ufeful in the progrefs of the work, more efpccially the laft-mentioned, who by his

friendly zeal and affiftance left nothing undone in his power, to Icflen my trouble

in it, and to render the talk eafy and agreeable to me.

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Succina ACCOUNT of the

AUTHORS continued.

JOHN BULL was educated under William Blitheman^ Organift to

Queen Elizabeth^ and appointed one of the Gentlemen of her Chapel in

yaniiary 1585. In the year 1586 he was admitted Batchelor ofMuiic at

Oxford^ and foon after commenced Dodor in the faid i2s:\Ax.y dxCambrid^re. On
the demife of Blitheman in 1591 he fucceeded him as OrganiPc of the Royal

Ghapel: And upon the eftablifhment of Grejham College in 1596 he was chofen

Mufic Profeffor there, by the recommendation of the Queen.

About the year 1601 his health being much impaired, he was advifed to

travel, and had leave given him to put in a Deputy to fupply his places during his

abfence, which Subflitute was Thomas Btrd^ Son of Wilha7n Bird of the Queen's

Chapel: He vifited France^ Spain, and Germany^ and continued abroad fome-

v/hat more than a twelvemonth, when he returned, after having given fuch

fpecimens of his mulical abilities as to raife his character to an uncommon degree

of reputation.

On the i6th oijuly 1607, when YJmgJames the Firfl:, together with Prince

'Henryy and. many of the chief NobiHty dined with the Merchant-Taylor s Com-
pany at their Hall in the city of London^ Dn Bull^ who was a member of that

Company, entertained this Royal and Noble Aflembly, by playing on an Organ

placed there for that purpofe.

His performances on this Inflrument were efteemed fuperior to thofe of any

contemporary Artift, and it required no fmall portion of merit to excell, for by

the generality of the compoficions for keyed Inftruments of that time, not his

only, but thofe of Tallis^ William Bird^ Orla?ido Gibbons^ &c. it appears that

great practice was neceffary to have acquired an eafy execution of them.

In the December of 1607 he refigned his Profefforfhip m Grepam College,

but continued in E^igland until the year 161 3, when he took a final leave of it,

and engaged in the fervice of the Arch-duke of Aupria^ in the Netherla?tds, being

then fifty years of age. He afterwards removed from thence into Germany, the

lateft account received, left him at Hamburgh in 1622: How long he lived

after this is not certainly known, nor where he died, for fomehave faid it vvas^t

the laft-mentioned place, others at Lubeck.

His produdions are valuable and numerous, many of them vocal, and a great

part defigned folely for the Organ, Virginal, 6cc
;
very few have been printed,

and thofe only in detached and mifcellaneous publications.



X ACCOUNT OF THE AUTHORS.

WILLIAM TURNER was one of the children of the Chapel Royal

foon after the Reftauration, and admitted a Gentleman thereof Odlober the i ith,

1669. afterwards obtained the places of Vicar Choral of tlie Cathedral

Church of St. Patd^ Lo?7don^ and Lay Vicar of St. Peter
^ JVeJlminfteri And in

the year 1691 commenced Dodtor in Mufic at Cambridge.

Several reputable pieces for the Church Service were compofed by him, and

one particularly, in conjundion with Humphry and Blowy which was named
the Club Anthem: The words beginning " I will alway give thanks." They
agreed each to fet different verfes, and to connect and form them into a regular

performance; to remain as a memorial of their fraternal efteem and friend-

fhip.

He had the lingular honour of being a Gentleman of the Royal Chapels to

feven Kings and Queens fuccefTively^ and in the former part of his life, his

voice, which was a high Contra-Tenor, recommended him to much favour.

He died on the 13th of January 1740, at a very advanced age, and was

buried in Wejlmtnfler-Abbey Cloifters, in the fame grave, and at the fame time

with his wife Elizabeth^ whofe death happened four days before his own, after

their having been married but a few years fhort of feventy, and lived together,

to the very laft hour, in the utmofl: amity and affedion.

Their only child and daughter vyas wife to the late Mwjohn Robinfon^ Organift

oHWeflminjler'Abbey ^ 6cc. who had alfo been one of the children of the Chapel

under Dr. Blow^ and was a mofi: excellent performer on the Organ. The double

Chant at the end of the firft Volume is of his compofition.
