Mazurka in C Minor

With the piano taking the alternating part, the responding voices glide pleasantly along upon a
simple thematic structure.

Serenata in A Major

A bright and interesting composition offering a notable variety of rythmical forms along the various
melodic strains.

Chopin Valse in D Major

A new and original transcription of this well-known number that makes an excellent left hand
study. : .

A stately and impressive composition that will prove beneficial in the cultivation of fine tone and
artistic shading.
