As it 1s made publick, it muft
chiefly depend upon its own Merit.

This the Succefs I meet with muft determine; towards which defirable End an exa@& Perfor-
mance by the following Voices and Inftruments, namely, a Treble, Counter-Tenor, and Bafs-
Voice, with the Organ or Harpfichord, and Violancello, are abfolutely neceffary.

I have prefix'd the Words altogether, that the Poem, whatever the Mufick be, may lofe
nothing of its Original Beauty and Elegance.
